GENERAL POLICY

It is the policy of the Government to place a fair share of its acquisitions with small business concerns, small disadvantaged business conerns, and women owned small business concerns.  It is  Air Education and Training Command (AETC) policy to take all reasonable action to increase small business participation in our contracting processes.

PURPOSE

This brochure is designed to help you become better acquainted with the Command and the goods and services purchased by our contracting activities

PRESENTATION AND DEMONSTRATIONS

Your first contact in the contracting activity should be unit small business specialist (shown on reverse).  This individual can provide information about contracting opportunities and provide counseling on “how to do business” with the Government.

AIR EDUCATION AND TRAINING COMMAND

The contracting offices for AETC consist of the AETC Specialized Contracting Squadron and twelve Base Contracting Squadrons.  The following information identifies typical goods and services acquired by our contracting activities.

AETC CONS provides contracting support to Headquarters AETC and contracting support for multi-base requirements.  Typical requirements include:  T-37/T-38 aircraft maintenance, recruiting advertising, under graduate pilot training, training requirements for foreign military sales, and construction and maintenance of commissaries worldwide.
Base Contracting Activities

A list of typical services and items purchased by AETC contracting activities follows:

Commodities include:  computer hardware and software, office equipment & supplies, construction materials, medical equipment and supplies, and civil engineering requirements.

Service contracts include:  computer maintenance, janitorial services, ground maintenance, food service, refuse collection, travel service, environmental assessments, and transient alert services, and laundry/dry cleaning services.

Construction includes:  new build, renovation, additions, roof repair (housing/commercial buildings), runway repair, painting, military family housing maintenance, paving requirements (walks, curbs, streets, etc), electrical requirements (replace, maintain repair of generators, etc).
