                    Coordinator (URC) Requirements

1.  HQ AETC, URC requirements are managed IAW AETCI 10-301, paragraphs 2.7.2, 2.10 and AFI 36-2629.  The following provides a quick overview of the day-to-day application of these instructions:

2.  POLICY:  HQ AETC and subordinate units will appoint an active duty officer, NCO or civilian as the URC.  The preceding statement in no way implies a part time civilian employee or an IMA will be assigned as the URC.  Continuity and stability for the IMA is of the utmost importance to the program.  The URC is a critical link--only the best should be selected.

3.  This guidance memorandum will be in effect until 30 September 2003 and will be reviewed annually.  Questions concerning this matter can be referred to CMSgt Ken Houck at DSN 487-7767.
